It’s important that you practise your spellings every day. Remember, you will not be tested on the words in order- you need to really know them!
Different ways you can practise your spellings…
'Look, Cover, Write, Check' 
This encourages your child to 'see' and 'hear' the word, and to see for if they spelt it right. 
· Look at a spelling word. 
· Cover the spelling word. 
· Visualise the covered word in the mind. 
· Write the word from memory. 
· Check what has been written with the uncovered word. 
Find words within the word (there's a 'hen' in 'when')
Break the word up into smaller parts (Wed + nes + day = Wednesday)
Break the word up into sounds (th-a-nk) 
Make up a silly sentence using the letters (big elephants cause accidents under small elephants spells 'because') 
Say the word as it is written (like –night = 'knight') 
Find a word that rhymes with it: is the spelling the same?
Look at the whole word – remember the shape
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
